In addition to that the results of prioritizing the most important factors affecting non-Farming
businesses improvement in handicraft cooperatives showed that factors Supportive policy environment and
Delay in repayment of loans It has the greatest impact. Also, the results of factor analysis summarized the
factors affecting non-Farming businesses in terms of skills-communication, supportive factors and
innovation.
